STANDING RULES

PART 2 -ELECTIONS
Section 1. Types of Elections.  There are three different types of elections conducted by the Everett Silvertips Hockey Booster Club (ESHBC), General, Special and Recall.  All elections are conducted by mail-in balloting.  The Bylaws require a member of the Board of Directors to chair the Elections and Nominations committee.

a. General Elections.  The ESHBC General Election for the Board of Directors is held 
annually in March. 


b. Special Elections.  ESHBC Special Elections are held only as required. The need to hold a 
Special Election is determined by the Board of Directors in response to events which includes, 
but is not limited to the result of a recall election.

c. Recall Elections.  A recall election is held to remove a member (or members) of the Board of 
Directors, in accordance with the ESHBC Bylaws, Article V, Section 7a.  An individual, or group of 
individuals, wishing to hold a recall election must deposit the cost of the recall with the ESHBC 
Treasurer.  If the recall is successful, that amount is refunded to the member or members 
and the ESHBC will cover the cost.  If the recall is unsuccessful, the deposit will be used to 
reimburse the ESHBC.
Section 2.  Form of Ballots.  The basic form of ballots, the information accompanying them and the method of returning them is the same for all three election types.


a. Ballots.  The actual form of the ballot may vary year to year, but in all cases must include the 
names of all candidates, in alphabetical order, by office.  For control purposes, the ballots will be 
numbered sequentially.  A sample ballot is included at the end of this Standing Rule.


b. Return Instructions and Specific Information.  Enclosed in the mailing to the members will 
be a sheet detailing instructions for returning ballots, including the date due, ESHBC address and 
how to enclose the ballots to ensure security.  Specific Information for the General and Special 
Elections will include the names of all candidates, listed in the same order as the appear on the 
ballots, and a brief summary of their ESHBC service, including length of membership and the 
senior position previously held in the ESHBC, such as committee chair or member-at-large, etc.  
For a recall election, the information would include the reasons, pro and con for the recall.  A 
sample Instruction and Information Sheet is included at the end of this Standing Rule.

c. Returning Ballots.  When returning ballots, they will be enclosed in a blank envelope 
(provided).  This envelope will be returned in an addressed return envelope (provided) to the 
ESHBC.  The members need to sign the back of the return envelope and write in their 
membership number.
Section 3.  Duties of the Nominations and Elections Committee.  Besides the Board member serving as chair, their should be a minimum of four ESHBC members participating on the Nominations and Elections Committee.  The committee’s duties include.

a. Nominations.  The committee is responsible for the conduct of Board nominations at the 
February ESHBC General Meeting.  This includes the nomination process itself, obtaining 
candidate statements, and verifying the candidates meet the requirements outlined in the ESHBC 
Bylaws, Article VI.


b. Ballot Preparation.  The committee is responsible for the preparation of the ballots and their 
instructions and information sheets.  The committee members will (with the assistance of the 
membership committee) obtain a complete list of voting ESHBC members, prepare the ballot 
envelopes and mail them to the membership.  A master list of ballot distribution will be maintained 
for security.


c. Ballot Counting. On the election day, the committee may (if the total ballot volume 
requires it for a speedy counting) ask for additional members present at the meeting to assist in 
ballot counting.  Ballot envelopes will be checked in by the committee members against the 
master ballot distribution list, which will be destroyed afterwards.  After check in, the inner 
envelopes will be opened and the ballots counted twice for accuracy.  When complete, the 
committee will announce the results to the membership.  If there is a sufficient volume, the 
committee may meet prior to the General Meeting to perform the check in process on the ballots 
already in hand, this to speed the process during the General Meeting.
